PI Day
  One of the biggest holidays for a math teacher is PI day! If you are an average person, you have probably never even heard of PI day.  Well, let me enlighten you. PI day occurs on March 14th every year.  This date is not arbitrary; it is chosen because PI is a mathematical constant equal to 3.14159265358979 (rounded). Hence, 3.14 = March 14th. This number is significant for a number of reasons. First of all, it is the exact ratio of the circumference of any circle divided by its diameter.
