Kickoff is at 7:00 p.m. Next Friday will be round 1 of the playoffs. The Vikings opponent will be determined early next week.
Viqueen Volleyball
  The Queens had a busy week of volleyball last week with conference tournament play. On Tuesday night, the Queens took on Sidney in semi-final tournament action. PATRON NOTIFICATION OF

OPEN ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS


Parents/guardians considering the use of the open enrollment option to enroll their child/ren in another public school district in the state of Iowa should be aware of the following dates:

March 1, 2021—Last date for regular open enrollment requests for the 2021-2022 school year for students in grades 1-12.

September 1, 2021—Last date for open enrollment requests for entering kindergarten students and those students falling under the “good cause” definition for the 2021-2022 school year.

Parents/guardians of open enrolled students whose income falls below 160% of the federal poverty guidelines are eligible for transportation assistance.  This may be in the form of actual transportation or in the form of a cash stipend.

Parents should be aware that open enrollment may result in the loss of athletic eligibility.

PARENTS HAVE THE RIGHT TO KNOW THE QUALIFICATIONS OF THEIR CHILD’S TEACHER(S)

The Stanton Community School District ensures that parents will be notified in writing if their child has been assigned, or has been taught by a teacher for four or more consecutive weeks by a teacher who is not considered highly qualified.
