Tara Peterson had a great night in her last conference meet winning gold medals in the 100 meters, 400 meters, 400 hurdles, and anchoring the winning sprint medley along with Lexi Chambers, Addison Olson, and Brooklyn Silva. Carly Roberts won the 3000 meters to claim the other gold medal for the Viqueens.

Junior High Girls Track
  The Stanton Junior High girls track team traveled to Essex on Thursday, April 29th. The team came away with a second place finish in the 6 team meet earning a total of 174 points.  

Lauren Johnson took first place in the long jump.  Kyla Hart placed first in the high jump with a personal best of 4-6 and Kennedy King placed second with her personal best of 4-2.  In the shot-put event, Hannah Olson placed first with her personal best throw of 27-11 and Riley Burke placed second.   Britney Silva placed 2nd in the 100 meters followed by Jailyn Beacham in third place.  Emma Sallach raced to her personal best of the season (1:16.36) in the 400 meters for a second place finish and Taylor Valdez placed 5th.  Ella Peterson placed first in the 200 meters in a race to the finish.  Hannah Olson placed first in the 200 hurdles with Riley Burke placing 6th.  Kyla Hart set a personal best in the 100 hurdles with a time of 19.12 and Kiela Franzen placed 5th.  Meredith Roberts placed second in the 1500 and Jasmine Osher placed 5th in the 800 run.   The Shuttle Hurdle team, 4 x 200 team, Sprint Medley team, 4 x 100 team all placed first in the meet.  The 4 x 400 team and the 4 x 800 team finished third in their respective events.  The team is in action on Friday night at the SWV meet in Corning.  Girls field events will start at 4:15.  Next week, the team travels to Griswold on Tuesday and will finish their season at the JH Corner Conference meet at Tabor on Friday, May 14th.
