Viqueen Volleyball
  The varsity Viqueen team traveled to Bedford on Saturday for the Bedford Tournament. In pool play, the Queens took down Lamoni in straight sets of 21-8 and 21-12 and Central Decatur with set scores of 21-13 and 21-11. In the final pool play game, the team battled with Sidney in two very close sets but could not pull off the victory. Set scores were 19-21 and 20-22. This loss placed the team second in their pool and advanced them to the Consolation round of the 
tournament in which they outscored Bedford 25-16 and 25-13 to take third place in the tournament.

  In Corner Conference semi-final round play on Tuesday, September 29th, the Viqueens (#2 seed) took on the Sidney Cowgirls (#3 seed) for their second meeting in four days. The Queens came out strong 
and took the first set 25-16 before dropping the second set 17-25.  The squad rebounded to take the third set 25-18 and then have a come from behind finish in the fourth set for a 26-24 final score to seal the victory.
