Viqueen Basketball

  The Viqueen’s crossed paths with an old conference foe Friday, taking on and defeating Sidney 40-34. This was the third meeting between the two, Stanton winning the prior contests. Coach Dave Snyder said, “The pressure was on us, trying to beat Sidney a third straight time and winning the tournament three straight years.” Sidney did start hot, scoring 15 first quarter points to Stanton’s 9. Sidney would score a total of 19 points the next three quarters. Stanton would manage a 1-point lead by halftime and maintain that margin through three quarters. Down the final stretch Stanton made good on 6 of 7 free throw attempts to seal the victory.

  Tuesday Stanton returned to conference regular season play against East Mills. Stanton would start slow struggling to keep pace on the defensive end. “Fortunately, we were scoring which allowed us to stay in the game, but the defense was a step slow,” said Coach Snyder. East Mills would punish the Stanton defense hitting cutters through the lane for easy buckets ending the half leading 28-20. East Mills wound open the second half hitting on two 3 pointers and extend the lead to 14. Stanton would not fold and by quarters end finding themselves down 5 with a quarter to play. Of course, the path to victory would take a turn when Jenna Stephens picked up her 5th foul with the team down 4 with 4 minutes to go. Coach Snyder said, “With Jenna out we switched our offensive scheme to post up our guards and in turn we got to the free throw line.” Stanton would hit 11 free throws in a row to seal the victory, connecting on 22 of 30 for the game and winning 59-48.
  Last night the Viqueen’s played 11-3 CAM. Stanton girls and boys teams will be playing on Friday, February 4th at the Mid-America Center in Council Bluffs vs Conestoga with game time at 2:30 p.m.
