PRINCIPAL

  The Stanton Community School District is excited to announce their partnership with TeamMates Mentoring. Stanton TeamMates board members include: Alex Cabbage, Aubrey Dreyer, Katie Elwood, Nick Gray, and Matt King. Our Program Coordinators are Jody Druivenga and Sheila Mainqust. 
  The TeamMates Mentoring Program began in 1991 with the vision of University of Nebraska Head Football Coach Tom Osborne and his wife Nancy. Coach Osborne felt that the athletes in his program could make an impact on the middle school students, and twenty-two football players began meeting with middle school students in the Lincoln Public Schools. Of the 22 original mentees, 21 went on to graduate from high school while one left school early to pursue a successful Motocross career. Eighteen of the original mentees also obtained some form of post-secondary education.
   The program has changed quite a bit since then. We now serve thousands of boys and girls across the Midwest, and our mentors come from all walks of life. One thing, however, remains the same— our mentors just have to be there. It’s that simple. TeamMates is a school-based one-to-one mentoring program that matches screened, trained volunteer mentors with youth in grades 3-12. Mentors and mentees meet once a week at the mentee’s school and focus on building a long-term relationship that ideally lasts until the mentee graduates from high school.
   Parents or staff may nominate a student for mentoring, or a student can self-nominate for mentoring. Nomination forms are available in both the elementary and high school offices. Completed nomination forms may be returned to either Mrs. Mainquist or Mrs. Druivenga. Once the district receives a nomination form, parents will also receive a permission form to complete before matches can be made. 
   We are also looking for community members to become mentors at the school. Mentors and mentees are matched based on similar interests. If you have questions about the mentor eligibility criteria and the information below, please contact either Jody Druivenga, Sheila Mainquist, or Katie Elwood at 712-829-2171. The mentoring application will take approximately 15 minutes to complete at www.teammates.org
    Mentor Eligibility Criteria:
To become a TeamMates mentor, you must fulfill all of the following:
· Be 18 years of age

· Have a high school diploma, GED, or equivalent life experience

· Demonstrate a desire to participate in the program and abide by TeamMates Mentoring Program's guidelines, policies, and procedures

· Be able to commit to three years of mentoring with the goal of continuing to mentor a young person through high school graduation.

· Give permission for TeamMates to conduct a periodic criminal background check.

PATRON NOTIFICATION OF

OPEN ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS

Parents/guardians considering the use of the open enrollment option to enroll their child/ren in another public school district in the state of Iowa should be aware of the following dates:

March 1, 2022—Last date for regular open enrollment requests for the 2022-2023 school year for students in grades 1-12.

September 1, 2022—Last date for open enrollment requests for entering kindergarten students and those students falling under the “good cause” definition for the 2022-2023 school year.

Parents/guardians of open enrolled students whose income falls below 160% of the federal poverty guidelines are eligible for transportation assistance.  This may be in the form of actual transportation or in the form of a cash stipend.

Parents should be aware that open enrollment may result in the loss of athletic eligibility.
