SCHOOL ACTIVITIES
State FFA
  Over 6,600 FFA members, advisors, and guests attended the 94th Iowa FFA State Leadership Conference in Ames, Iowa, April 10th–12th. Thirteen Stanton FFA members, one advisor and 20 guests represented our community at the event. On Sunday night students registered and set up their Chapter Activity Display which was designed by Leah Sandin and built by John Peterson. The Chapter Activity Display received a bronze at state.

   Monday, students attended various tours, connected with others at the Career Show and watched a number of Leadership Development Events. Students were also able to participate in the Meals from the Heartland Service Project.  As part of their service they helped package a protein rich mixture in bags for distribution. These meals will help people both in the U.S. and abroad. Allie Sandin and Leah Sandin served as our Chapter Delegates during the Business Session. During the 1st General Session, Ashley Henneman and Allie Sandin were presented with the new Stanton FFA Charter. The Honorary Iowa FFA Degree was awarded to Mrs. Andrea Spencer.

   During the 2nd General Session, on Tuesday, April 12th, Ashley Henneman was presented her Agricultural Education Proficiency Award by Dr. Michael Retallick on behalf of the Agricultural Education Studies department at Iowa State University. Ashley was named the state winner in this proficiency award area. During this session Ashley was also recognized as a State FFA Officer Candidate and recognized on stage for her commitment to teach agricultural education. After the session, Ashley was recognized at the Teach Ag Signing Day event and was an honored guest at the Proficiency Award Luncheon.

   Ella Peterson and Clark Spencer were both recognized on stage during the 3rd General Session. Both students completed the 100 question Greenhand Quiz covering FFA history, parliamentary procedure, and general FFA knowledge. Both were awarded medallions for placing in the top ten. Ella placed third and Clark placed fifth overall.

   Stanton FFA had five students receive their Iowa FFA Degree during the 4th General Session. Congratulations to our seniors who earned their degrees – Slade Graham, Carston Johnson, Ashley Henneman, John Peterson, and Allie Sandin. To earn their Iowa FFA Degrees students had to invest over 375 hours of work outside of classroom instructional time, complete 25 hours of community 
service, document skills obtained and have active participation in and above the local Chapter.

Stanton’s Kindergarten Round-Up

  Stanton Elementary School will conduct kindergarten assessments on Friday, May 6th, for any child who will be five years of age on or before September 15, 2022.  

  On Thursday, May 5th, parents of incoming kindergarten students will meet at 5:30 in the elementary concourse. Our kindergarten teacher, Ms. Henneman and our principal, Mrs. Elwood will present information about the kindergarten curriculum, school policies, etc. Mrs. Melissa Mixan, the school nurse, will also be present to go over health requirements and paperwork needed for incoming kindergarten students. At this time, parents will sign up for a time to return the following day, May 6th, with their child for the Kindergarten screening. The screening process and follow-up with parents should take approximately 20-25 minutes on this date. Registration forms will be sent home with pre-school students the week before the assessment date. We ask that the paperwork in the packets be returned on the screening date of May 6th. We will also require that a current record of immunizations and a copy of the student’s birth certificate be provided on May 6th. 
   Please call Jody at the elementary office at 829-2171 as soon as possible to sign up your child for Kindergarten Round-Up and to answer any questions you might have regarding the format for the 
above dates. If your child will begin kindergarten in the fall and does not currently attend the local pre-school, we ask that you call the 
above number prior to April 29th so that your child can be added to our student list.

Junior High Girls Track

The Stanton Junior High girls track team competed in their first meet of the season on Thursday, April 21st. The team scored 102 points and placed second overall in the six team meet.  Placings in the field events were as follows: Long Jump–Meredith Roberts (3rd), Lilly Ford (4th).  High Jump–Kennedy King (4th), Addy Gettler (5th).  Shot Put– Adrian Haynie (4th) and Discus–Corinne Hopf (5th). Britney Silva raced to a first-place finish in the 100m dash and Lilly Ford placed fifth in the 200m dash. Meredith Roberts placed third in the 400m while also coming away with second place in the 800m.  Jasmine Osher placed third in the 1500m in her first time time running the event.  Addy Gettler placed third in the 100 meter hurdles while Kennedy King placed third in the 200m hurdle event.  The Shuttle Hurdle team of Lilly Ford, Kennedy King, Addy Gettler and Britney Silva raced to a first place finish and the 4 x 100 relay team (Ford, Gettler, Roberts, Silva) finished in second place.  The Distance Medley team (Osher, Valdez, Hopf, Valdez) placed third in the event.  The 4 x 200 team (King, A. Valdez, Hopf, Maranville) and the 4 x 400 team (Maranville, Hopf, T. Valdez, Osher) finished in fourth.  The Sprint Medley Team (Maranville, Haynie, Valdez, Valdez) placed in 5th.  Overall, it was a strong first effort for the girls this season!  The team travels to Essex on Thursday and are scheduled to be in action in Tabor on Friday of this week.
