Viqueen Volleyball
  The Viqueens have had a very busy and successful week on the court. On Saturday, the varsity squad brought home the first-place medals from the Bedford Tournament for the first time since 2014.  In pool play, the Queens dropped a tight set with Lamoni (21-15, 20-22, and 10-15) and then won their matches with Central Decatur (21-4, 21-10) and East Mills (21-18, 12-21, and 15-6). This put them in the semi-finals against top seed from the other pool, Sidney. They Queens won a close match with set scores of 17-21, 21-17 and 15-13 to propel them into the championship.  In the championship match they once again came up against Lamoni and won the match 25-17 
and 25-19. The girls played very well all day and were a lot of fun to watch! Congratulation’s girls!
  On Monday, the Queens entered Corner Conference tournament play as they traveled to Malvern to take on Fremont-Mills and East Mills. The Queens won a 2-set match with Fremont-Mills (25-16 and 25-22) and then took on East Mills for the second time in a couple days. The Queens came out strong winning the first set 25-21 and then dropping the second set 17-25. The third set was a nail biter, 
but the Queens rallied to win 15-13 to put them as the top seed in their three-team pool. On Tuesday, the Queens traveled to Sidney to take on Griswold, the second-place team in the other pool. This program can be used for the classroom portion of the Hazardous Occupations Order for Agriculture (HOOA) safety certification program. 

Extension Offices in Fremont, Mills, Montgomery, and Page County are partnering with the SW Valley Ag Ed Program to provide the additional hands-on training that is required for issuing a US DOL certificate. Participants must complete the training online prior to attending the driving event on October 9. Visit https://ag-safety.extension.org/ and scroll down and find the “Online Safety Course” option. You will receive a certificate upon completion of the course; you must bring it with you to the driving day.
