  Congratulations to Mrs. Leanne Johnson, the 2021 recipient of the Mabel Griffith Excellence in Teaching Award!
  The Coburg Historical Association has presented its second annual Mabel Griffith Excellence in Teaching Award to Leanne Johnson, a 4th grade teacher at Stanton Elementary School.  Mrs. Johnson was selected as someone who shares Mrs. Griffith’s love of teaching and shares many of her values and characteristics. The award is named in honor of Mabel Griffith, a beloved and long-term teacher at the Coburg Consolidated School District.  Mrs. Griffith taught for several years during the district’s existence from 1921 to 1969.  After closing, the district’s land was absorbed by the neighboring districts in Essex, Stanton and Red Oak. At a meeting of association members two years ago, alumni of the old Coburg school discussed their recollections of the many fine teachers who had positively impacted their lives. Mrs. Griffith was on nearly all of their lists.  When asked why she was remembered with such fondness, common responses were that she made each child feel special and important, and that she had high expectations for all of them. The Award is meant to honor Mrs. Griffith and other elementary teachers for their commitment to students and to their profession. Last year’s recipient was Vicki Hume, a 5th grade teacher in the Essex School District.  Next year’s recipient will be an elementary teacher in the Red Oak Community School District.
