Cross Country

  The Stanton Cross Country team ran in their 4th meet of the 2022 season at Lake Icaria for the Southwest Valley meet on Tuesday.  This was a beautiful, hilly course that 

the team took head-on.  The girls had 4 high school runners, the boys had 4 high school runners, and 4 junior high runners, therefore no team points were earned. 

  For the high school boys, Logan McQueen (SO) crossed the finish line first for the Vikings with a season-best of 23:23.  Zooey Allen (SO) was 55th followed by Eric Kutzli (FR) placing 66th.  Kyle Pastore (SR) placed 59th with his season-best run 2 minutes and 34 seconds faster than his last meet.

  Three of our 4 junior high runners on the boys’ team ran their first meet on Thursday.  Brett Hart (7) was our first junior high Viking to cross the finish line, placing 14th with a time of 14:44.  Next, was Jayden Snow (7) with a time of 15:41.  Nick Herrick (8) came in 35th with a time of 17:15.  Beating a personal goal by more than 30 seconds, Grant Spencer (8) ran a time of 19:24, 50 seconds better than his last meet.  

  We had four high school runners for the girls’ team! Addison Olson (SR) placed 18th with a time of 26:43 shaving almost a minute and a half off her best time.  Hannah Olson (SO) came in at 24th with a time of 28:51, her fastest race yet!  Ella Peterson (SO) also had her best time of 30:26 placing 26th!  Riley Burke (SO) placed 33rd and ran her best race taking more than a minute off of her time!!
