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SCHOOL ACTIVITIES

REMINDER FOR PARENTS

  As stated in the school handbook: Every effort should be made toward getting students to school every day on time. Much of the child’s progress depends on his/her regular attendance at school as students who do not attend school on a regular basis develop gaps in their learning. Students with poor attendance patterns are more likely to drop out before graduation from high school. Parents should not expect their child to be promoted if skills are not mastered due to excessive absences. Elementary students that arrive to school after 10:00 A.M. and MS/HS students that arrive after 2nd period will be counted a half day absent for the morning and elementary students that leave before 2:00 PM and MS/HS students that leave before 2:10 PM will be counted a half day absent for the afternoon.
PARENTS NEED TO CALL THE SCHOOL EACH DAY THAT A STUDENT IS NOT IN SCHOOL. A written note is required only if the parents or guardian does not make telephone contact. Written excuses from the parent should include:

1. Date of absence

2. Exact reason for absence

3. Parent’s signature

All parents are asked to call the elementary office (829-2171) or the MS/HS office (829-2162) if your child will be absent/late/leaving early from school. It is very important that communication is made to the school.

Pick Up Zone for Elementary Students

VIQUEEN BASKETBALL  

  In the January 10th conference meeting between Stanton and Sidney, the Queen’s held a 2-point lead after the first quarter then opened up an 11 point advantage by halftime.  “Opening up that lead was of great significance due to the foul trouble Jenna Stephens was in and having to sit the 2nd quarter”.  “We are leaning very heavily on the sophomore class to provide needed depth and they are coming through for us, also Marleigh Johnson stepping up her game made a big difference”.  In the 3rd frame Sidney closed within 9 points, but excellent half-court offense and free throw shooting stretched the Viqueen lead to the final margin.  Marleigh Johnson led the offense with 25 points on 9-15 shooting and hitting 6-8 free throws for 25 game high points followed by Leah Sandin’s 13 points and 4-7 shooting from 3-point range. Marleigh also dished out 7 assists and shared the rebounding lead with Jenna at 8 rebounds apiece.  The final game score Stanton 59-Sidney 43.  In Junior Varsity action, Stanton overpowered the Cowgirls 45-7.  Lauren Johnson had 14 points, 4 steals and 9 rebounds.  Kyla Hart and Hannah Olson both put up 11 points and handed out 3 assists.

  On January 12th, the Queens hosted Southwest Valley.  The JV team came away with another strong victory posting a score of 35 – 11.  Hannah Olson had 11 points and 4 steals, Lauren Johnson pitched in 9 points and 3 assists and Riley Burke had 6 points along with 3 steals.
