Iowa FFA Legislative Symposium:
  On Tuesday, January 31, two Stanton FFA members attended the Iowa FFA Legislative Symposium at the State Capitol in Des Moines. Kyle Pastore and Alice Duckett gathered with over 700 other FFA members at the Downtown Embassy Suites and heard from Mike Naig, Iowa Secretary of Agriculture, about the importance of agriculture in Iowa and abroad. Iowa Farm BureauFederation President, Brent Johnson, then delivered a message about the importance young agriculturalistscan play in the agriculture industry. Elizabeth Burns-Thompson from Navigator CO2 then spoke about theimportance of advocating for the agricultural industry. Brenna Bird, Attorney General of Iowa, delivered amessage about the role of attorney general and her experience with agriculture.The morning program culminated with FFA members hearing a brief message from Governor Kim Reynolds, who then presented and signed the FFA Week Proclamation. The proclamation officially declares February 18-25, the week of President George Washington's Birthday, FFA Week in Iowa.

The important message being that any legislation affecting Career and Technical Education has a direct impact on Agricultural Education and the FFA.   The Queen’s secured another Corner Conference Championship last Tuesday with a victory over Fremont-Mills.  This makes three straight regular season conference crowns.  Stanton got off to an outstanding start jumping out to a 10 point 1st quarter lead only to see that lead diminish by halftime as the Queen’s led 23-20.  “Our outside shooting was not good, this allowed FM to pack the lane defensively”.  Stanton would finish the night hitting 2 of 17, 11% from 3 point range while FM was 9-28 for 32%.  Stanton’s patience would eventually pay off as they continued to attack the paint.  Marleigh Johnson and Jenna Stephens did their usual damage with their post play, but sophomores Hannah Olson and Riley Burke really stepped their game up connecting on a combined 9 of 11 shots from close range.  “As a team we had a great night shooting 66% (18-27) from 2 point range, by running our offense 

through we managed to get good, clean looks and defensive mismatches that we took advantage of”.

Final Stanton 53 – FM 48.  Team Leaders were Leah Sandin 12 pts, Marleigh Johnson 9 pts, 4 assists, 7 rebs,

Hannah Olson  12 pts, 8 rebs, 3 steals, Jenna Stephens  14 pts, 10 rebs, 5 assists and Riley Burke  6 pts.

  On Monday the Queen’s traveled to Lenox for the final regular season game of the season.  This would prove to be a game that Stanton would dominate in all phases of the game.  “We shot the ball well 21 of 42 for 50% including 10 for 17 from 3, then add 20 for 24 from the free throw line for 83%”.   Stanton would also win the rebounding duel 34 to 28, “Lenox is an excellent team on
